Bt LBURFR KD HIREES 7205, HARDEBRRBREZ ZEITREICSIML Tw 5,
viator Charles Lindbergh was only

A 25 years old in 1927 when he made

the world’s first transatlantic airplane
flight. With that heroic solo flight ‘Lindy’
made the world seem smaller and more
accessible.

Charles Lindbergh was born in De-
troit, Michigan in 1902, one year before
the Wright brothers made their historic
first flight. Lindbergh attended the Univer-
sity of Wisconsin for two years but
dropped out to attend aviation school in
Lincoln, Nebraska. Soon he was barnstor-
ming around the country as a stunt pilot
and worked as one of the first airmail
pilots on the Chicago to St. Louis route.
During this time Lindbergh experienced
mechanical problems and was forced to
bail out of his aircraft four times, yet he
never lost faith in aviation.

Hotel owner Raymond B. Orteig an-
nounced a $25,000 prize for the first
transatlantic flight. Lindbergh, with the
financial backing of several St. Louis

bankers and civic leaders, bought a plane
in San Diego and named it “The Spirit of
St. Louis”. On May 20, 1927, he took off
from Roosevelt Field, on New York’s
Long Island and 33 % hours later arrived
in Paris.

This quiet, shy man was stunned with
the wild response he received when he
landed. Suddenly ‘Lindy’ was internation-
ally famous. A huge ticker-tape parade
greeted his return to the United States,
and Americans treated him like a sixties
rock star. Once, at a picnic in St. Louis, a
group of well-dressed women fought each
other for his discarded corncob.

Later that same year he made the first
non-stop flight from Washington, D. C. to
Mexico City. There he met Ann Morrow,
daughter of the American ambassador,
and the two were soon married. During
the following years the couple made many
flights and exploration trips, while Lind-
bergh worked as a technical advisor to
Pan American Airways and other airlines.
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Then tragedy struck the happy cou-
ple. On the night of March 1, 1932, un-
employed carpenter Bruno Hauptmann
climbed into a second-story bedroom in
the Lindbergh’s New Jersey house and
kidnaped their twenty-month-old
Although the distraught aviator paid the
$50,000 ransom as demanded, the baby
was found dead six weeks later.

son.

The nation was stunned and Haupt-
mann became the most hated criminal of
the time. Congress quickly passed the
‘Lindbergh Law’, which for the first time
allowed the FBI to investigate kidnapings.
The privacy-loving Lindberghs hated the
intense publicity of the crime and the trial,
so they moved to England.

In 1936 Lindy visited Nazi Germany

and praised its growing air power. On a
second visit in 1938 the Nazis awarded
him their second highest decoration. He
was strongly criticized in France, England
and the U. S. for accepting the award. U.
S. Secretary of the Interior Harold Ickes
angrily insisted he return it. Lindbergh
returned to the U. S. in 1939 and served as
civilian advisor to the Army Air Corps
during World War I1.

After the war Lindbergh wrote Flight
and Life (1948) and The Spirit of St
Louis (1953), which won a Pulitzer Prize
for biography. This great American hero
was a frequent advisor to the Defense
Department on aviation matters and in
later years worked on natural resource
conservation projects.

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M alcolm X was born Malcolm Little
in Omaha, Nebraska. Because of
his father’s outspoken views on race the
family was driven from town. Settling in
Lansing, Michigan, a white supremacist
group burned the Little’s home to the
ground when Malcolm was only four.
Two years later they beat his father to
death and laid the body on streetcar tracks
to make it look like an accident. Mal-
colm’s mother tried valiantly to support
her eight children, but ultimately failed.
In 1937 she was confined to a mental
hospital and the children were sent to
different foster homes.

Malcolm was a brilliant student who
dreamed of becoming a lawyer. His eight
grade teacher told him that it wasn’t
possible because of his color — he should
think realistically and become a carpenter.
He then quit school and went to live with
a sister in Boston, where he became

involved with small-time criminals. In

Harlem, New York, he was known as
“Detroit Red” and ran illegal gambling
games, sold drugs and found customers
for prostitutes. In 1946 he was imprisoned
for burglary.

The other prisoners called him Satan
because he was so angry, but Malcolm
began to educate himself by reading every-
thing he could. He became interested in
the philosophy of Elijah Muhammad,
leader of the Black Muslims, who taught
that if blacks were to thrive they must
separate themselves from whites — cultur-
ally, economically and politically. Mal-
colm began teaching other prisoners the
Black Muslim code of conduct, which
emphasized cleanliness and perfect groom-
ing, and forbade smoking, drinking and
eating pork.

After being paroled in 1952, Elijah
Muhammad ordained Malcolm a minister
and ordered him to organize Black Mus-
lim temples around the country. A power-

ful speaker and charismatic leader, Mal-
colm X frightened whites and many
blacks. Unlike civil rights leaders who
50 advocated nonviolence, he taught blacks
they had a right to be angry. When attack-
ed by white racists they should defend
themselves with guns if necessary, and
secure their rights “by any means neces-
55 sary.”

In 1964 Malcolm made a pilgrimage
to the holy city of Mecca for continued
religious study. He returned home a few
months later a changed man. Admitting

60 he had been a racist, he no longer believed
whites were evil and said economics, not
color, kept blacks from succeeding.

Malcolm X grew increasingly critical
of the Black Muslims, raising questions

65 about finances and calling Muhammad a
liar, a fake and a bigamist. Malcolm X

received many death threats and his house
was firebombed on February 14, 1965,
although no one was hurt. A week later
three black men associated with the Black
Muslims shot him a dozen times as he
addressed several hundred followers in
Harlem.

Today Malcolm X remains a power-
ful force in black America. Spike Lee’s
1992 film biography brought Malcolm’s
ideas to a new generation and many con-
temporary rap musicians incorporate his
words in their lyrics. Malcolm gave blacks
a sense that they had a right to feel and
express anger, to challenge white domina-
tion, and to demand change. Nor was he
afraid to boldly admit his sometimes
mistaken ideas. He never stopped fighting
the pervasive effects racism has on Amer-
ican society, although it cost him his life.
