@: What do you think about dumping overproduced crops?

DOGAME Masato (editor):

This is a difficult problem. If overproduced crops enter the market, the price will drop and
farmers will lose money. But, for me the prices of vegetables are too high. Dumping is not
a good solution. We should find a better use for these vegetables and have more stable ways
of providing crops at lower prices.

MITSUBISHI Taiyo (banker):

If there are too many crops, then maybe there are too many farmers. The market should
decide how many vegetables are needed. We need fewer farmers and then the price will
become more stable naturally. Showing the scenes of crop dumping is a good way to get
people to think about this problem.

TAKAHASHI Junko (housewife):
It’s such a waste. Instead of destroying the vegetables, how about donating them to schools
for use in lunches, or feeding the homeless, or overseas aid? Maybe they can be used for bio-

mass or fertilizers. There are 100 uses for such vegetables. The farmers are just selfish.

NISHI Daru (farmer):

What’s wrong with dumping? It can’t be helped. If the price becomes too low, then we farm-
ers don’t make any money and cannot survive. The government pays us to dump the vegeta-
bles. It’s a good system. If consumers don’t like it, then too bad. You know, we grow crops
for a living. It’s our business.
