This Is It

“This Is it,” Michael Jackson told his fans in London, as he announced his latest
comeback tour. “This is the final curtain call.” As we all know, sadly the curtain fell on
Jackson'’s life sooner than expected. But we are still left with the legacy of this remark-
able documentary film. Michael may have been sick, but the film shows a man full of
life and musical courage.
