Preface

This book is a basic English conversation textbook aimed primarily at non-English
majors. Unlike most other textbooks, it has been produced largely with the needs of
Japanese university students in mind, based on the writers’ experience of what
language is needed and what challenges Japanese university students face.

The book includes a variety of activities such as pair work, listening
comprehension and grammar practice. Where necessary, time-saving explanations in
Japanese have been given about the tasks they are required to do, and about some
key language points to assist the students (and teachers). Another feature of the
book is that students are encouraged, with the help of their teachers, to produce
short speeches in English related to the topic of each particular unit.

Vocabulary has been chosen to reflect the needs of the students and
comprehensive glossaries (English / Japanese and Japanese / English) are included
in the text. In addition, there are optional interview test questions for teachers as a
means of grading and monitoring students’ progress.
