We have long used candles in our
daily lives. When candles are offered
at a Buddhist altar, they are usually
accompanied by flowers. However, in cold
regions such as Tohoku and Hokuriku,
winters are long and there are few flowers
that bloom. So, it is said that people

began to draw images on candles. Picture

candles were already sold at candle shops in town during the Edo period. They were
often decorated with flowers such as peonies and chrysanthemums. They were very
expensive and were used only by samurai families. Today, picture candles are a popular
traditional Japanese craft among visitors to Japan.

Japanese candles have various characteristics. First, they are made from plant
materials such as wood wax made from the goby fruit, beeswax, and rice bran wax.
Next, they produce less oily smoke, and their wax doesn’t drip. Also, their candle wicks
are made of soft and thick rush, soaked in oil, and used for the core of the candle.
The flames flicker widely and don’t go out. That is partly because they are made by
hand. The Japanese candle is now a precious commodity, so naturally it is expensive.

On the other hand, western candles are made from paraffin wax, so people can
buy them at a reasonable price. They have thinner wicks than Japanese candles and
they burn longer. Western candles are used widely these days,
while Japanese candles are rarely used in daily life. Which do you
like to use, western candles or Japanese candles?
